3.1 Chairman’s Report – 

It was brought to the attention of the board by residents in attendance of the community that the use of the children's battery powered scooters are illegal to be used on sidewalks, and roadways. A memo surfaced from a 2004 board meeting which stated the use of electric scooters were not encouraged on HOA property and doing so was at the risk of the user. Bill Haller (Detective Northern Regional) said the issue was researched and brought to the attention of the District Attorney's Office where it has been deemed that the battery powered scooters are not under the authority of the Pennsylvania Crimes Code nor the Pennsylvania Vehicle Code and are considered toys. Further they would fall under the guidelines of a pedalcycle or a bicycle. The Board suggested children should wear helmets when riding their scooters and give right of way to pedestrians that are walking. Residents further requested that the children not ride on the grass and property of yard they do not own. The Board will send out a memo and post on the community social media group stating the use of helmets and right of way, as well as staying off of private property. The board motioned to table the law about bikes on the trail until the November annual meeting.
Annual Meeting is November 7th.  At the October quarterly meeting, we would like to determine who is staying on the Board.
